· What’s in it for the reader? Before compiling the text please try and identify at least one ‘take-home’ point that will benefit the reader. This should be included in the ‘brief summary’.
· Please keep in mind that the viewable area of a webpage is relatively small. In order to engage and retain the reader your text should reflect a more journalistic style (conclusion, explanation, details).
· While personal opinions are welcome, direct criticism of named individuals/institutions should be avoided.
· End with a ‘call to action’ – it is notoriously difficult to get people to use the ‘comments’ facility on any blog, so any post should end with a question that encourages a response from the reader.
